SEAAC HOMEWORK PROGRAM SURVEY Report 2013


On Thursday 5th and Tuesday 10th of September students at homework club completed survey form indicating their level of satisfaction with the homework support. Following is a detailed report of the survey. 
 
Background

A total of 20 (8 male and 12 female) students aged 10-23 years completed the survey form. Most of our students are at secondary school level and go to Westall and Wellington Secondary College.  

Out of 20 students 17 students are satisfied with the help they get at the homework program. 16/20 students agree that their level of understanding English and other subjects has improved since coming to homework program. 

What is the best thing about the homework program? 
15/20 students agree that the best thing about the homework program is getting to learn English, getting help from tutors who provide great assistance and tips to guide students to more steady paths. Amongst other things, meeting new friends, learning new things and improving English are other best aspect of the homework program. 

What recommendations do you have to improve the program? 
4/20 students suggested we need more wifi for Tuesday class. 5/20 suggested more tutors/volunteers for maths and chemistry. 2 students don’t like the level of noise as it is distracting. Other students are happy with everything at the homework program. 

What is your suggestion for the end of the year celebration?
4/20 students recommended going to adventure park for the end of the term celebrations, 4/20 suggested pizza with drinks, 1/20 ice skating, 7/20 wants to have BBQ, whilst 2 wants to dance off.
